

CHALLENGE 2019 – CHIMIOMETRIE 
For the challenge 2019, 3 parameters have to be predicted. The CAL set contains 6915 spectra and the VAL set 600. The data are in 3 csv files: XCAL, YCAL and XVAL. All the Y values are valid: it means that the zeros are actually correct reference values. 
The criterion to choose the best results will be a relative averaged RMSEP  

obtained for the VAL set of 600 samples.
